Annulment of extension

In the case that a challenge to the extension is submitted, the Constitutional Council 
may rule on the constitutionality of decision of parliament to extend its mandate and 
on necessity of the length of the period of the extension. In the case that:

-  the Council rules that the extension is constitutional but that the period of 

extension is unnecessarily long, or

-  The Council rules that the extension decision is unconstitutional.

Parliament will be required to reconvene to set a new parliamentary mandate period.
